Henry has also released a new CD, Times Are Gettin’ Hard, which was recently entered for consideration for a Grammy nomination in the Traditional Blues Genre.  Also at DTA!, the NBA team, the New Orleans Hornets, will be making an appearance with an introduction of players and coaches for the DTA! crowd.
